Winn’s 250th Birthday Trivia 
 

Q: How many Civil War veterans are buried in Winn’s 

cemetery?  

A: We know of at least two. The first is a Union soldier, 

Pvt. William Dennis Miller, who served with Co. D of the 

highly decorated 46th Pennsylvania Volunteers and died in 

Ashland, Virginia, in 1900. The second is a Confederate 

soldier, Pvt. James Vespucius McAllister, who served with 

Company E (The Ashland Grays) of the 15th VA Infantry, 

and died December 12, 1916. He was captured and  

imprisoned at Fort Monroe and discharged from service on 

April 20, 1865, as Abraham Lincoln lay in state at the U.S.
