John Waller was known for wickedness and profanity in his 

early years, earning the nickname “Swearing Jack Waller,” 

and was bitter against the Baptists. Like Saul of Tarsus, he 

came to faith after persecuting those who preached the  

Gospel. Waller was ordained in 1770 and baptized more than 

2,000 people, assisted in the ordination of 27 ministers, and 

established 18 churches in his lifetime.
